FORMAT GUIDELINES

Submitted entries must:

Be no more than 1500 words.
Be double spaced, 12 point
Times New Roman font.

The title should be printed at
the top of the first page of the
story.

Include a cover sheet with the
title of your story, your name,
the name of your school, your
grade, the name of your
librarian, and the word count of
the entry.

On a separate page please state
in writing your preference
regarding whether or not you
give permission o have your
story published with your
picture on our website. Date
and sign this statement.
